Grab a cocktail and freshly shucked 
oysters on the half shell at the 
fabulous 1606 Restaurant & Oyster 
Bar at the Beauport Hotel, or feast on 
award-winning clam chowder and 
overfl owing platt ers of fried seafood 
at Woodman’s of Essex (where the 
fried clam was invented). Indulge in 
steamers, corn on the the cobb and 
potatoes at a classic lobster bake, or 
munch on a tasty lobster roll (butt er or 
mayo? Your choice!).

From lobster rolls to burgers, farm-fresh 
apple cider donuts to craft beers, North 
of Boston has something to satisfy every 
taste bud. 

The Roof offers Salem’s only open-air rooftop 
bar and restaurant serving the necessities—
strong drinks and simple food. 
Blue Collar Lobster, at the Gloucester House 
restaurant, renovated from “The Perfect 
Storm”, features live music, string lights, and an 
energetic waterfront deck.

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The Paper House in Rockport was built in the 1920’s 
and is an actual house made entirely out of newspaper.

Poet Robert Frost was a graduate of Lawrence High School

Clarence Birdseye, 
“inventor” of frozen 
food, set up his fi rst 
fi sh processing factory 
in Gloucester in the 1920s 
where his machine was 
used to quickly process 
and freeze fi sh. 

The oldest fruit tree in the United 
States is located in Danvers. 

The Endicott  Pear Tree was 
planted in the early 1630s 
by Massachusett s Governor 
John Endicott  and still 
stands today. 

A giant Mr. Peanut used to sit on Route 
1 in Peabody in front of the former 
Planters Peanuts building. The site 
was later turned into a bar and the 
Mr. Peanut sign was painted black to 
resemble a person in a tuxedo. When 
the bar closed, Planters reclaimed 
the sign, refurbished it and brought 
it to their corporate headquarters in 
Arkansas where it still stands today.
